Good afternoon. My talk today  is about the remarkable مميز  man Michael Crichton .Why is he remarkable? Well , for several reasons. Firstly because his books have sold more than 150 million copies. Secondly , having trained as a doctor , Crichton spent most of his career  working as a film director , a TV producer and , of course , a writer.
Thirdly , although many of his books are science fiction stories full of adventure and excitement , they are also cautionary tales  حكايات تحذيرية  , warning how humans can be affected by science experiments which go wrong.

   Let's look at his life . Michael Crichton was born in Chicago in 1924. He was a brilliant  student at school and went on study anthropology علم دراسة الانسان  and biology at Harvard . After moving to England and teaching anthropology at Cambridge University , he went back to Harvard to be trained as a doctor but during this time he also wrote novels , using two names John Lange and Jeffery Hudson. Crichton was awarded a prize for one of these early novels.
  One of the reasons Crichton's  books were so popular was that he wrote about science and scientific problems in a way that could be understood by ordinary people. In the Andromeda Strain , written in 1969 , Crichton  writes about humans who are infected by  germs from space. In the 1990 novel Jurassic Park, he considers the dangers of genetic engineering  هندسة وراثية  , of human beings interfering with nature : and his 2004 novel , State of Fear , is about the dangers of global warming  ارتفاع حرارة الأرض  
 Michael Crichton died in 2008 , at the age of sixty-six.
